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ABSTRACT

We provide an updated and annotated checklist of Burkina Faso birds. This compilation takes into
account our field research (2003, 2010, 2011 and 2012), museum specimens, and a thorough biblio-
graphic search providing references to all the original records for each taxa. We clearly define criteria
for acceptance in the checklist and discuss dubious or erroneous records. In this list, we adopted the

RESUME

HBW-BirdLife International List for nomenclature, species sequence, and higher level taxonomy
(from genus to order). The list includes information for 566 species, admitting 486 species as part of
the Burkina Faso bird checklist (updated on 31 December 2020). Twenty-three species are of con-
servation concern, among which it is worth mentioning the seven species of vultures.

INTRODUCTION

The avifauna of western Africa is well known and there are also
beautiful and useful field guides for ornithologists and bird-
ers interested in this vast region of Africa (Borrow & Demey
2014). However, some countries (Senegal, Mali, etc.) are better
known while others, including Burkina Faso, have received
less attention both from resident and foreign ornithologists.

In fact, as opposed to what happened in many African
countries, Burkina Faso was not the subject of ornithologi-
cal expeditions or scientific collecting, resulting in less than
one hundred specimens being preserved in natural history
museums wotldwide according to the Global Biodiversity
Information Facility (GBIF 2020). The unique exception
took place only in recent years, when a research project has
been established by the Museo Civico di Storia Naturale di
Carmagnola, Italy, in collaboration with the Association Inter
Villageoise de Gestion des Ressources Naturelles et de la Faune de
la Comoé-Léraba (AGEREF/CL), Burkina Faso, and the Uni-
versity of Torino, Italy, and the resulting four research trips
in the Cascade Region, south Burkina Faso, in 2003, 2010,
2011, and 2012. This project allowed, among other results,
to record 12 new taxa for Burkina Faso and the collection of
over 300 specimens, now mostly preserved as study skins in
the Carmagnola Museum, which is the only coherent scien-
tific bird collection for Burkina Faso so far.

The scientific studies of the birds of Burkina Faso are limited
to the report of single birds observed or collected (Banner-
man 1931; Bouet 1955, 1961) and papers on specific areas,
such as the Ouagadougou area, Nazinga Game Reserve, Arly
and W National Parks, the Sahel silvo-pastoral reserve (e.g.
Green & Sayer 1979; Thonnérieux 1983, 1985; Thonnérieux

et al. 1989; Weesie 1996; Portier 2002b; Balanca ez 2/ 2007)
or taxa (e.g. Thiollay 1977; Balanca & de Visscher 1997;
Fishpool ez al. 2000; Portier 2005; Connor 2010). More
comprehensive papers are very scarce (Thonnérieux 1988a, b;
Holyoak & Seddon 1989) and the reference checklist is that
of Dowsett (1993), used also by Bance ez al. (1999), followed
by books and field guides (Borrow & Demey 2001, 2004,
2014; Sinclair & Ryan 2010).

After conducting our field activities, especially in the Cas-
cade Region and extreme south, and the publication of a few
papers about the birds of Burkina Faso (Gianmarino et al.
2007; Pavia er al. 2012, 2013), we realized the necessity of
an up-to-date checklist of the birds of the country for dif-
ferent reasons. First, recently the nomenclature and system-
atic of the birds of the world have been greatly modified by
DNA based evidence. Second, some new data and records
were published about the avifauna of Burkina Faso. Third,
we realized that some species of birds were included in the
country checklists without any tangible documentation and
were sometimes included in checklists and guides without a
careful examination and evaluation.

In addition, we agree that the African avifauna is facing
the effect of the worldwide environmental crisis producing
a wide variety of threats, the most important being habitat
fragmentation, degradation, and overpopulation (Collar &
Stuart 1985; Gedeon ez al. 2017), and thus the Region-level
checklists are a powerful tool to have a broad and updated
knowledge about the avifauna of Regions or Countries.

Here we present the new and updated checklist of the birds
of Burkina Faso, in which we revise all published information
about the birds of the country, add the results of our field and
museum research and made a new bird list following the most

recent systematic data. We hope that our checklist will be a
useful tool to support all the ongoing conservation projects
and will be used as a basis for further research, as the avifauna
of Burkina Faso is still far from being completely understood.

STUDY AREA

The Burkina Faso, formerly called Upper Volta, is a landlocked
country located in the heart of West Africa with an area of
274000 km? (see www.presidencedufaso.bf). Its neighbouring
countries are Mali in the north and west, Niger in the east,
Cote d’Ivoire in the south-west, Ghana, Togo and Benin in
the south. Located within the bend of the Niger River, it is
essentially a fairly flat plain disserted by three main branches
of the Volta river that drain southwards through Ghana. The
drainage system of the largest branch (the Mouhoun, formerly
the Black Volta) covers half of the country. The terrain is more
elevated in the west and more broken with rocky ridges and
hills compared to other sites. Throughout, the plain is inter-
rupted in places by laterite plateaus that project above the
surrounding savanna, while in some areas, granitic extrusions
and boulders form large heaps and ridges. Based on annual
average rainfall distribution, Burkina Faso is divided into
two phytogeographical domains, namely the Sudanian and
Sahelian domains (Fig. 1), of which may be further divided
into different sectors, each with distinct ecological character-
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istics. The Sahelian domain is located in the northern part
of the country (c. 25% of the country total area), at latitude
13°N, and comprises the Sahelian and sub-Sahelian sectors
(see Fig.1). In the Sahelian sector, (at latitude 14°N, Fig.1),
average annual rainfall is in the range of 300 to 600 mm and
typically is unpredictable in timing, amount, and location;
the dry season lasts eight to ten months. The vegetation is
shrubby and wooded grasslands or steppes are dominated
by Acacia spp., Commiphora africana (A. Rich.) Endl., 1883
and Balanites aegyptiaca (L.) Delile, 1813, with patches of
‘tiger bush’ along the northern borders, formed by bare areas
alternating with dense thickets that include Prerocarpus lu-
cens Guill. & Perr., 1823 and Boscia senegalensis Lam. 1793.
The grass layer is composed of short annual species (e.g.
Schoenefeldia gracilis Kunth, 1830, Zornia glochidiata DC.,
1825, Aristida kerstingii Pilg., 1904, Eragrostis tremula Steud.,
1947, Panicum laetum Kunth, 1831), that generally provide
good pasture. There are numerous seasonal lakes, and several
tributaries of the Niger flow through the area. The majority
of the people are transhumant and semi-sedentary Fulani,
Touareg, and Bella herdsmen. In the sub-Sahel sector (latitude
between 13-14° N, Fig.1), the annual rainfall ranges between
400-600 mm and is more predictable. The dry season lasts
seven to eight months. It is an area of transition between the
Sahelian and Sudanian bioclimatic zones. This is evident in
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the vegetation, which in moister areas, such as along valley
bottoms, resembles Sudanian savanna, while elsewhere it
is more typical of the Sahel. The western half of this sector
supports some of the highest human population densities in
the country, from which there has been much emigration.
The vegetation is much affected by human activities, while
a majority of larger trees in the northern half of this sector
have died as a result of the climatic changes that began in
the early 1970s. Farmers and pastoralists struggle to share
arable soils. The Sudanian domain, which covers roughly
the southern half of the country (between latitudes 10°30°N
and 13°00°N, Fig.1), receives a more regular annual rainfall
of 600 to 1000 mm.

Human population densities are high, and the area includes
the capital city, Ouagadougou. Greatly influenced by hu-
man activities, the vegetation is dominated by cultivation,
where most of the trees encountered are those bearing fruit
as Vitellaria paradoxa C. F. Gaertn., 1807, Parkia biglobosa
(Jacq.) R. Br. ex G. Don, 1830, Tamarindus indica L., 1753,
Pterocarpus erinaceus Poir., 1804, Diospyros mespz'/z' 0rmis
Hochst. ex A. DC., 1844, Lannea microcarpa Engl. & K.
Krause, 1911 etc.; few riparian forests persists. The remain-
ing vegetation cover is essentially a mosaic of fallows and
shrub savanna. The flora of this vegetation is characterized

by the following species: Combretum glutinosum Perr. ex DC.,
1828, Terminalia laxiflora Engl. & Diels., 1900, Piliostigma
thonningii (Schum.) Milne-Redh., 1947, Acacia spp. and
Detarium microcarpum Guill. & Perr., 1832. Villages and
old villages sites are marked by baobab (Adansonia digitata
L., 1759). Although ground-cover is usually fairly continu-
ous, perennial grasses are rare and the dominant species are
fallow-land annuals such as Loudetia togoensis (Pilger.) C. E.
Hubb., 1934, Schoenefeldia gracilis Kunth., 1829, Elionurus
spp.» Schizachyrium schweinfurthii Stapf, 1919, Cymbopogon
schoenanthus Spreng,., 1815, Andropogon gayanus Kunth., 1889
and Andropogon ascinodis C. B.Clarke, 1889, all of which
are of poor or mediocre pastoral quality. The importance of
livestock varies from area to area. Near-natural and natural
vegetation are well preserved in protected areas, along some
drainage lines and in the less-populated western, eastern, and
southern extremities of the sector (Fig. 2). The population is
currently estimated to be about 20487979 (INSD 2020) and
more than 60 community groups, with an average density
of over 75.1 inhabitants/km?. The annual rate of increase
is about 2.93%. In some areas, however, such as the Mossi
Plateau in the centre of the country, densities reach 94 in-
habitants/km?. Where densities exceed 60 inhabitants/km?,
land pressures are evident, with high levels of degradation

of arable soils and intensive overgrazing in pastoral zones.
Small-scale agricultural and animal husbandry occupy 90%
of the population.

Where subsistence farming has been complemented by
cash crops, family-sized plots of several hectares have been
considerably enlarged, usually accompanied by a reduction
in food crops. A decline in rainfall since the late 1960s has
been followed by important demographic shifts, with pas-
toralists and farmers in areas of high population density in
the north and centre of the country migrating to less densely
populated areas. These changes have had a profound impact
upon the environment, resulting in the reduction of natural
vegetation in the formerly extensive woodlands of the south
and south west. Although estimates of the remaining natu-
ral cover range from 14 to 23%, at the present rate of loss,
any remaining large tracts of natural vegetation will soon be
restricted to classified forests and wildlife and pastoral areas.
The main causes of this loss of habitat include clearance of
new fields for shifting cultivation, uncontrolled cutting of
firewood, overgrazing and concentration of domestic stock,
long drainage lines, inappropriate burning, development of
commercial crops (e.g. cotton), and small mining activities.
Indeed, in these last years, there is an increase in artisanal min-
ing with an average 2000 000 artisanal miners in the country.
There is a great impact on wildlife (due to use of mercury
and cyanide for gold extraction) if these activities are made
in proximity or in classified forests. Also, the development
of commercial crops implies wide use of pesticides, so most
granivorous and mellivore birds are annually poisoned. Aerial
anti-Schistocerca campaigns conducted by the agricultural ser-
vices, in recent years, lead to overspreading insecticide mostly
in the Sahelian region.

MATERIAL AND METHODS

DATA COLLECTION AND ASSESSMENT
We performed extensive literature and web searches starting
from the first Burkina Faso Checklist (Dowsett 1993) and
including all the available literature. For all the listed species,
we put the references where the single taxon is listed. Based on
available information, for each species we indicated on which
evidence the taxon is reported for the country, to determine
the verifiability of the various records.
A species has been included in the bird checklist of Burkina
Faso when both of the following criteria are satisfied:
1.Tts occurrence in the state is free of doubt as determined
by fulfilment of at least one of the following:
a. A correctly identified specimen is preserved and main-
tained in a museum or collection;
b. One or more clearly identifiable photographs is published;
c. A fully audible voice reproduction is available;
d. Three or more field observations are published by inde-
pendent authors.
2.'The species occurred in Burkina Faso as wild and free-flying,
and there is no evidence to indicate it occurred as an escape
or as a release from captivity.

Some species have been included in the bird checklist
of Burkina Faso, even if part of the two above mentioned
criteria has not been satisfied, because they were accepted
by the authoritative Borrow & Demey (2014) guide, and
the distribution or single records were clearly shown in the
maps, but we highlighted the need for revision of the status
of those species for which the available documentation seems
insufficient or rather poor.

Observations of casual, extra-limital, out-of-season, or other
unusual occurrences have been discussed for each species,
and the lack of recent field data (from 2000 up to 2019) are
highlighted in notes.

A species will be considered excluded from the Burkina Faso
avifauna when only one or few records have been published
without any evidence, the known distribution range is far from
Burkina Faso borders, and the species has not been consid-
ered as present by Borrow & Demey (2014). Some of them
are reported from areas on the border of the country, with
no precise locality. This is in particular the case of the book
by Balanca et al. (2007) on the birds of the so-called “WAP
Complex”, which includes the protected areas of Arly (Bur-
kina Faso), Pendjari (Benin) and W (whose extension covers
areas of the Benin, Niger and Burkina Faso). The checklists
reported in this book do not allow to identify with certainty
whether the observations took place in Burkina Faso or in
the larger protected territories of the neighboring countries.
Obviously, it is possible that future research will certify the
presence within the Burkina Faso borders of species excluded
from this list or not yet notified.

NOMENCLATURE

We strictly follow the nomenclature of the “Illustrated Checklist
of the Birds of the World” (del Hoyo & Collar 2014, 2016);
the subspecies are indicated on the basis of the sample evi-
dence, the presence in the country of more than one subspe-
cies, and by the known geographical distribution according
to del Hoyo & Collar (2014, 2016). Particular taxonomic
aspects and doubtful cases are highlighted in the Remark.

SPECIES ACCOUNT
For each taxon we provided the following information:

Literature

List of all the bibliographic and web literature sources that
explicitly refers to the occurrence of the species in Burkina Faso
We emphasize that many of these citations are due to check-
lists that take up or repeat one or a few original observations.

Museuwm materials

All the known museum specimens obtained from GBIF (accessed
on 31 December 2020), and the available museum catalogues
are reported (see “Abbreviations” for Museum acronyms).
Note that the Museum material comprises all kind of voucher
specimens, from study skins to blood samples or feather sets.
For the collections not directly checked by us, the doubtful
or the more interesting data were verified with the help of the
respective curators, and the results are reported in the Remark.
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Field data

We checked all the field observations from Burkina Faso
reported on GBIF (Global Biodiversity Information Facil-
ity), WABD (West African Bird Database), and the sound
records deposited in Xeno-canto and Macaulay Library (all
available until 31 January 2021), and we report their pres-
ence. As GBIF include the data from iNaturalist and eBird
(where our field records are also deposited) submitted up to
2019, we report records from the other two databases only
if not already merged into GBIF (eBird 2021; eBird Basic
Dataset 2021). All the records of calls and songs of Burkina
Faso birds uploaded to Xeno-canto not directly taken by one
of the authors (GB) are from the following recordists: Etienne
Leroy, Bram Piot, Asher Warkentin. See “Abbreviations” for
web site acronyms and their complete URLs.

Status

The updated general status of occurrence for each species
in Burkina Faso was essentially based on Borrow & Demey
(2014) and the Handbook of the Birds of the World (del
Hoyo ez al. 1992-2011, del Hoyo & Collar 2014, 2016). As
to the status, we distinguish between:

Resident. Species which are present throughout the year,
although fluctuations during the year and local/regional
movements are possible;

Afrotropical migrant / Afrotropical vagrant. Species which
are seasonally absent due to movements within tropical sub-
Saharian Africa (incl. vagrants);

Breeding. We assessed the Breeding of each taxon only if
previous authors indicated this status, or we found evidence
for this. This indication is added to the “Afrotropical mi-

grant” when appropriate, and also to a number of “Resident
species. In fact, even if almost all the “Resident” species are
obviously to be considered “Breeding” in the country, there
are very few direct evidence for Breeding birds in Burkina
Faso, due to the paucity of the ornithological research. So
“Resident; Breeding” must be better interpreted as “Resi-
dent with confirmed Breeding record(s)”, while the simply
“Resident” are species for which further research on their
Breeding status are needed;

Palaearctic migrant / Palaearctic vagrant. Species which
are seasonally absent due to movements between tropical
sub-Sahara Africa and the Palaearctic region; direct evidence
through banding, telemetry, and vagrants. Some species pre-
sent both “Resident” and “Palearctic migrant” populations,
sometimes distinguished in different subspecies;

Excluded. Species indicated as present in Burkina Faso in
the consulted literature, but whose few or single records have
been published without any evidence, the known distribution
range is far from Burkina Faso borders, and the species has
not been considered as present in Burkina Faso by Borrow &
Demey (2014).

Remarks

We put all the interesting information concerning the taxon,
including peculiar observations, distribution, or taxonomic
issues and the reasons that led to the exclusion of a species
from the Burkina Faso checklist.

REMARK. — P ¢. spinetorum was described by Bates from “Haute
Volta, 100 Km W of Say” (Bouet 1955), which is nowadays in Ni-
geria. In fact, map of Borrow & Demey (2014) shows only a patch
near the border between Burkina Faso and Nigeria. The specimens
of the SMF bird collection (SMF 11390, 11391, 14653, 14654) are
from a “fetish market”, thus the locality is uncertain and not verifi-
able (G. Mayr pers. comm. 2020). We found no other confirmed
record, so the presence and status of this species in Burkina Faso
need further assessment.

DISCUSSION

The number of species included in this Burkina Faso check-
list stands at 486 (including the Ostrich, which is probably
extinct in the wild), of which 324 are thought to be resident
(including 175 species confirmed Breeding), 122 are Palae-
arctic migrants (including 19 vagrants), 50 are Afrotropical
migrants (including 18 Breeding and 19 apparently vagrant
species), and only one (Calidris melanotos) is a Nearctic/
Eastern Palaearctic vagrant. The confirmed Breeding species
are 193, but obviously about 149 species defined Resident
should be considered as Breeding even if there are no defini-
tive Breeding evidence. A few species (12) are present both
with Breeding/resident and Palacarctic migrant populations,
sometimes differentiated at subspecific level, as for example
Ixobrychus minutus, Falco tinnunculus, Upupa epops, Cecropis
daurica.

It is worth noting that 15 species classified as vagrant, are
species of the Guinean forest-savannah mosaic distributed
south of Burkina Faso, and some of them, as specified in the
remarks, are probably locally resident or African migrants
occasionally or irregularly Breeding in Burkina Faso.

Among the others, it is worth pointing out that some spe-
cies included in the checklist following single documented
reports, could be erratic individuals from nearby ranges, but
also rare Residents on the southernmost borders, like Accipiter
melanoleucos, Campethera nivosa, Laniarius aethiopicus, An-
threptes gabonicus, Anomalospyza inberbis. Other species, as for
example Zerpsiphone rufiventer, Cisticola guinea, Acrocephalus
baeticatus (Pavia et al. 2018), all of these certainly deserve
further faunistic and taxonomic research.

In any case, the number of vagrants or rarely-recorded spe-
cies, most of them only recently added to the list, confirm the
importance of systematic ornithological research alongside
opportunistic observations. Surely other species could be
added to the list and the presence of some of the 80 species
excluded from the presentlist could be probably documented
from future research.

No endemic or sub-endemic species for Burkina Faso are
known, but associations of biome-restricted species occur for
two different biomes. More than three-quarters of the country
falls within the Sudan-Guinea Savanna biome, and 32 species
that are restricted to it have been recorded. The north of the
country lies in the Sahel biome, and eight species restricted
to this biome occur in Burkina Faso. In addition, there are
a number of wetlands, some also classified as Ramsar sites,
that are significant for waterbirds both resident and seasonal
visitors (Zwarts 2009).

In the Sahel area, different wetlands are of great impor-
tance for Palacarctic migrants, particularly ducks, herons,
and waders, while in the south some wetlands and artificial
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basins provide good habitats for resident waterbirds and
Palacarctic migrants.

Our results confirm the importance of Burkina Faso as
home of different species of conservation concern, as already
reported by BirdLife International (2020), with four species
Critically Endangered (Zrigonoceps occipitalis, Necrosyrtes
monachus, Gyps africanus, Gyps rueppelli), two Endangered
(Neophron percnopterus, Torgos tracheliotos), seven Vulnerable
(Strepropelia turtur, Balearica pavonina, Sagittarius serpen-
tarius, Circaetus beaudouini, Polemaetus bellicosus, Aquila he-
liaca, Bucorvus abyssinicus), and ten Near Threatened (Veotis
denhami, Ardeotis arabs, Numenius arquata, Limosa limosa,
Calidris ferruginea, Gallinago media, Rynchops flavirostris,
Terathopius ecaudatus, Circus macrourus, Falco vespertinus).
Our work partially updates the situation, as our list includes
486 species instead of 451 (BirdLife International, 2020),
with Balearica pavonina added to the Vulnerable species,
but we do not consider Ardeotis nuba as part of the Burkina
Faso checklist which is listed among the Near Threatened
species in Burkina Faso by BirdLife International (2020).

Burkina Faso is probably still inhabited by good number
of vultures and eagles species, even if their number is de-
clining (Thiollay 2006a, b; Di Vittorio ez al. 2018; Daboné
etal. 2019) and detailed studies are lacking. The numerous
protected or managed areas widespread in the country and
the low rate of systematic elephant poaching and deliber-
ate carcass poisoning (Ogada ez a/. 2015; Compaore et al.
2020) or other forms of vulture mass murder (Murn &
Botha 2017), may contribute to creating a stronghold for
these species of conservation concerns in western Africa.
In fact, even if a decline has been observed, the correct
management of the landscape, human activities, and food
resources can contribute to the rapid recovery of the popu-
lations (Sievert et al. 2018), potentially increased by the
establishment of good practices among the population. In
fact, the correct management of the already established
protected areas and managed sites and the establishment
of new areas for the protection of peculiar ecosystems or
sites will be of crucial importance for the Burkina Faso
avifauna, and an important priority for the stakeholders
involved in nature conservation in Burkina Faso. In fact,
in the incoming years, the environment in this country
will face many major challenges, similarly to many other
African countries, due to population increases, climate
changes, land use, and exploitation. In this scenario, the
conciliation of both economic and social interests and the
protection of biodiversity will be pivotal.

In conclusion, the avifauna of Burkina Faso is far from
being completely understood and some species may still be
added after specific research is performed in different parts
of the country, especially along the southern borders. In ad-
dition, some species-specific research is still recommended,
as the status of some species needs further assessment or
their presence needs confirmation, and for many species,
including some of conservation concern, knowledge is
greatly deficient in terms of distribution, Breeding status,
and population estimation.
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
